
WAYS TO CHECK PRESSURE: 
Go to a full service gas station and have attendant check tire pressure. 

Use a tire pressure gauge. Manual ones can be hard to read.  Digital ones are easier   
but may be more expensive and you still need to remove and replace all your valve caps. 

Buy mini tire pressure gauges that fit on valve stem (they replace the little caps). 
They are easy to read at any time (no need to unscrew caps) and are fairly inexpensive ($9 for set of 4).

ENERGY SAVINGS / GREENHOUSE GAS REDUCTION ESTIMATES
According to the website, fueleconomy.gov, inflating tires to their proper pressure can improve mileage 
by about 3.3 percent, whereas leaving them under-inflated can lower mileage by 0.4 percent for every one 
PSI drop in pressure of all four tires. 

The average person who drives 12,000 miles yearly on under-inflated tires uses about 144 extra gallons 
of gas, at a cost of $300-$500 a year. And each time one of those gallons of gas is burned, 20 pounds of 
carbon dioxide is added to the atmosphere.

ACTION:  Check the tire pressure on all your cars.  Fill to 
                    recommended pressure if it is low.

FOLLOW-UP ACTION: �If your tire pressure was okay, check and fill tires every 3 months.
                                           �If your tire pressure was low, fill and check again 1 month. If pressure 
                                           is then good, you can check every three months after that. 
                                           But if pressure is low again, you may have a leak. 
                                           Check and fill every month or have repaired.

ALTERNATIVE ACTION:  If you already check your tire pressure regularly help a friend or relative 
                                                check theirs.
